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What’s been happening?
•	 Soil removal: We have removed over 95% of the 

contaminated soil around the building structure. 
More soil will need to be removed when 
landscaping works start. 

•	 Backfilling and piling: We have refilled all of the 
excavated areas with new soil and completed 
60% of piling works, which involves boring pile 
foundations into the ground to support the 
structure of the building. 

What’s coming up?
•	 Piling: Piling will continue over the coming 

months, resulting in increased noise levels during 
work hours.

•	 Traffic disruptions: Trucks will continue to  
move in and around the site to deliver  
building materials.
